We hope to welcome visitors to our island community as soon as possible for the start of our 

2020 season, but we are keeping the health of all first and foremost at the front of our priorities. 

 

In addition, the village town hall, the utilities office, bathhouse and docks have been closed to 

the public temporarily. Utilities bills still may be dropped at the mail slot on Concord Avenue.

The police department is operating as usual and may be reached on their business line at 419-

greater distancing between attendees. Council members also have the option to attend via 

conference call per temporary rules handed down from the state.
